Home School Agreement

Introduction

This document has been put in place following a recent requirement of the law; but the Governors of St Andrew’s School see this Home School Agreement not simply as a legal requirement but as an opportunity to ‘cement’ the existing links between the school and the wider community.

The school’s ethos  begins with an intent to serve the whole community from which the children are drawn and the Home School Agreement can be a further means to develop a relationship of mutual trust between the families who send their children to St Andrew’s and the staff and the governing body.

Therefore, we are going to invite you to sign this document as an expression of our common goal in ensuring the very best for the children in our care.   The opportunity to sign will come at the beginning of each academic year. Each class teacher will have a signed copy of the school’s responsibilities in their classroom and all children will sign a class copy of the pupil responsibilities also to be displayed in their classroom. We ask you to sign and complete and return your section which will be sent to you in the early weeks of the Autumn Term. Please note that only children from Year 3 and above will be asked to sign the Home School Agreement.  This document will be reviewed regularly and may well be updated in accordance with changes in legislation.

School’s Responsibilities

The school will seek to:

· Care for your child’s safety and happiness in an atmosphere of mutual trust.

· Enable your child to achieve their full potential as a valued member of the school community.

· Provide a balanced curriculum and meet the individual needs of your child.

· Achieve high standards of work and behaviour through building good relationships and developing a sense of responsibility and teamwork.

· Keep you informed about general school matters and about your child’s progress in particular.

· Be open and welcoming and offer opportunities for you to become involved in the daily life of the school.

· Set, mark and monitor homework.
