It’s a Knockout

A date has been fixed for 16th June 2007 at 3 pm.  The evening event afterwards will be decided nearer the time.

David Cuff suggested that we hold games for children only.  This was agreed.  The five other schools that took part last year will be contacted and asked for their team details by the end of March if they wish to take part (Bradford Abbas, Thornford, County Primary, Buckland Newton and Abbey).  There may be up to 18 children in a team depending on school take-up – made up of years four, five and six (6 from each year) and the games will be devised accordingly.  A teacher or parent will need to be the team captain.
