· Chris advised that he attended the Parish Council meeting last week, as requested, and gave his allotted 3-minute talk about the PTA to the members.  He suggested a bursary scheme if the Council wish to aid the school on a regular basis.  Chris also advised that Jackie Pitcher had attended the meeting on behalf of the school and had publicly thanked the PTA for its hard work and effort on the school’s behalf.
