Matters arising

· Treasurer’s Report: In the absence of Chris Hardy there was no official Report.

· AGM: Bella thanked the new members of the Committee – Julie O’Grady (Vice-Chair), Rachel Cuff (Secretary) and Vicky Brinsford.  BNC has spoken to Stephen Williams re a more ‘obvious presence’ of the PTA at reception induction days, for recruitment of new members.  SW has suggested coffee mornings as a social event for new parents, when they might also be persuaded to join the PTA!

· Christmas Fayre: Dawn Perry will be helped in the organisation of this event by Vicky Brinsford.  Charges for Father Christmas visits were discussed and a price of £2 per child decided upon in view of the expenses incurred in purchasing suitable presents at £1.20 each, plus extra for wrapping and stickers.  Jane Staffiere has offered to help with present-wrapping.  There will also be an entrance fee. There will be no photos with Father Christmas this year.  Rob Barfoot will be putting up a bouncy castle – it was discussed where this might be situated.  David Cuff to provide a wooden Victorian postcard-style cut-out for children to be photographed ‘in character’; there will be Class stalls as usual but only three outside stallholders are able to attend due to other similar events clashing with ours.  Jeremy Cozens to judge the best stall.  Mike Lindsay will organise the advertising for this event.   Help will be needed on the day of the Fayre to set up, and of course to clear up afterwards.
· Parents’ Evenings: It had been suggested by SW that the PTA could provide refreshments at these evenings, as a potential further recruitment opportunity.  Members of the PTA who are in school on these occasions are asked to help out with teas and coffees, if possible, please. · Sponsored Event: Postponed until next term.  BNC to investigate hiring skipping ropes from the Scrap Store.

· Netball Strip: It has been agreed that the PTA will fund the purchase of a strip for our successful netballers, at a cost of approx £200.  

· Choir & Band: Alex Locke had enquired as to the possibility of the PTA funding or helping to fund the purchase of T-shirts for forthcoming choir and band events and competitions.  This would cost around £200, with T-shirts costing £3.50 each including logo.  It was agreed that parents of choir and band members should be asked for a contribution, and that the PTA would donate £100 towards the cost of these.
