The current licenses do not expire until February and we can provide log in details to those interested so they can work from home.  
The same travelling panto company has been booked to perform Peter Pan at the school as was used last year. The performance will be in January. Some would prefer a school trip out to the Octagon, Swan or Weymouth Pavilion theatres. Would like to investigate this further for future years.
Coffee mornings with Sharon Murphy and Anna Taylor will continue. Ali Sparks has offered to help out also.

Brief Notes

Fund raising is well under way. A lottery grant application is to be submitted and the Natwest Community Force application is through the first stage. Voting for this second application opens on 26/09/11 - details for voting are on the school web site.

There was a parish council meeting on in school at the same time and as their meeting concluded so Ali Sparks invited them in to hear about the plans for the pool. There were quite a few questions to the committee (which I think means they are interested/excited about the proposals) including that of disability access and the possibility of providing a ‘roof’ to the pool, neither of which are currently in the plan but are noted for future consideration. Anna explained the decision for selecting the heating system chosen as opposed to other options based on price and reliability.
