Treasurers Report

Revised profit for the Christmas Fayre £1100. Treasurer asks for all invoices to be in as soon as possible, preferably within one week.
Governor Questionnaire Feedback  
Responses from the questionnaire highlighted the main area of concern for parents was communication. Becki, on behalf of the governors presented some ideas on how they felt this could be improved. This included a text/email service where a joining fee is paid and then blocks of messages are bought and sent out, for example refer to www.HomeContact.co.uk, there are other similar services available.
It was felt that more information was needed from parents as the problem could be broken down into two separate issues, firstly communication with the school itself and secondly with individual class teachers. It was suggested this could be investigated further with more specific questions including how each family would prefer to receive information. Generally it was felt these services offered a good solution but that cheaper ways of setting up circulation lists should be investigated.

Areas where communication could be improved include
· Explanation of the school reward system

· Details of punishment codes

· House colours

The web site is a good way of communicating but there is so much information on there that it is easy for important items to get lost. The PTA are willing to take charge of the PTA section on the web site if that helps.
