Outstanding Actions

Ali Sparks to investigate how to get charitable status and any impacts on how the PTA is run. Ongoing – Rob Cole is investigating the same subject for another school and will pass on his conclusions.
Hannah Wilson has offered used of a skip, just need to sort out what is rubbish and help load it in their truck. Ongoing
Investigate other options for a school panto trip. Paul Miller quoted prices for coaches which would make the trip out very expensive. He has had feedback from some parents that requests for money from school are getting too much. Also the pupil/staff ratio is not enough for an outside trip so would be reliant on parent help. Suggestion to look at NordCat for cheaper travel. Could be something the PTA part fund.
Need to promote touch typing course and gauge interest. See if anyone is willing to take over running of the club – maybe lunch time if after school is difficult. – Emma Harris has offered to help and is in touch with Will to try and organise a new club.

Parent, Sarah Perry, suggested installing a friendship seat or two benches on the hard area at the back of school. A competition could be run where the pupils come up with slogans starting with ‘Friendship is…’ to describe what friendship means to them. Best slogans could be put on plaques on the bench. This might tie in with a discussion had in school about having more outside tables. – Maxine to discuss feedback with Sarah – ongoing.
